Before the Third hour 0 am.), Jesus endured The
shame of false accusations, condemnation, mockery,
beatings, and abandonment. After mul‘firle
unlawful frials, ke was senfenced fo death by
ceucifixion. Before ChrisT was led away, soldiers
spiT on kim, Tormented and mocked him, and
pierced kim with a crown of thorns. Afferwards,
Jesus carvied his own cross o Calvary where,
aqain, he was mocked and insulfed as Roman
soldiers nailed him 1o the wooden cross. His firs'f
words from the cross were, "father, forﬂi\le them,
for ’ﬂ\ey do not know what ‘ﬂ\ey are o‘oir\ﬂ."
