5. Stay Connected To Church, A Small Group, And A 
MINISTRY 
Hebrews 10:24, And let us consider how we may spur one 
another on toward love and good deeds, 25not giving up 
meeting together, as some are in the habit of doing, but 
encouraging one another—and all the more as you see the 
Day approaching. 

6. God Will Reward You For Your FAITHFULNESS 
Matthew 5:11, “Blessed are you when people insult you, 
persecute you and falsely say all kinds of evil against you 
because of Me. 12Rejoice and be glad, because great is your 
reward in heaven, for in the same way they persecuted the 
prophets who were before you.
